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Update Regarding Texas Attorney General’s Guidance

Waysiders,
Yesterday, Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton ruled that local health departments do not have

the authority to force schools to close in areas with severe COVID-19 outbreaks. You can read
his ruling here, and you can read more about the situation here.

Despite this ruling, Wayside Schools is still planning to offer remote-only instruction to all
scholars from our first day of school, August 12, through September 4. Starting September 8,
families will have the option to return to campus for in-person instruction, or stay home and
continue to learn remotely. If you have not already done so, please let us know which choice is
best for your family.

This plan still aligns with guidance from the Texas Education Agency (TEA), which allows for a
transition period of remote learning at the start of the school year. You can see TEA’s guidance
here. Because the start of school is only two weeks away, we feel that it is in the best interest of
our scholars and staff to stay the course and continue with our plans. Of course, this is subject
to change based on future guidance from state and local authorities.

Thank you for your patience and flexibility as we navigate this school year.
